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ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2013-14

A. ESTABLISHMENT OF LPAI

The Central Government vide Gazette Notification dated
24th February 2012 appointed 1st March 2012 as the
date on which the LPAI Act 2010 would come into force.
The LPAI was thus established on 01.03.2012. The LPAI
has been envisaged as a statutory body which will
function as a body corporate under the administrative
control of the Department of Border Management,
Ministry of Home Affairs. The LPAI is mandated to
undertake the construction, management and
maintenance of Integrated Check Posts. The Authority
would, inter alia, plan, develop, construct, manage and
maintain Integrated Check Posts, regulate the functions
of various agencies working at such Integrated Check
Posts, coordinate with various Ministries and
Departments concerned of the Government of India and
other agencies for regulating and entry/exit of
passengers and goods and establish necessary service
facilities.

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F. SUMMARY OF ANNUAL FINANCIAL RESULTS

The expenses pertaining to ongoing development of
various ICPs as also the administrative & general
expenses related to the operationalised ICPs are
provided in the annual demand for grants and are
accordingly met directly from the Consolidated Fund of
India. For incurring the expenditure towards
development of ICPs, the Department of Border
Management issues the financial sanctions which are
honoured and paid by Cash Section of MHA. For other
expenditures the financial sanction is issued by LPAI and
the payment continues to be made by Cash Section of
MHA.

The expenditure towards development of ICPs and day
to day administrative expenses of LPAI had been met
from the Consolidated Fund of India. Likewise, revenue
receipts had also been deposited in the Consolidated
Fund of India.

The annual statement of accounts as required under
section-25 (1) of the LPAI Act, 2010 have been prepared
on proforma basis as per the formats prescribed under

Rule-13 of the LPAI Rules, 2011.

During the year under report, income of the Authority was

Sanction of Posts

The Department of Expenditure, MOF sanctioned 59
posts for LPAI for one year w.e.f. 01.05.2013.
Subsequently, its extension for another one year was
also approved. The proposal for further extension is
under approval.

Acquisition of Land

Land measuring 2.96 hectares for development of ICP at
Dawkiin the State of Meghalaya was acquired.

MEASURES TAKEN TO IMPROVE THE FUNCTIONS AND
PROFITABILITY OF THEAUTHORITY

The systems and procedures as initiated during 2012-13 at
ICP Attari were further improved during 2013-14. The chief
objective was to reduce the dwell time for cargo handling and
processing time for passengers so as to facilitate safe,
secure and seamless movement of cargo and travellers
across the land borders. Similarly facilities for
comfort/convenience of passengers initiated during 2012-13
continued to be doing wellin 2013-14 also.

The procedures followed at ICP Attari were also
implemented at ICP Agartala and similar facilities were
provided at this newly opertionalised ICP during the year.

PROGRESS IN EXECUTION OF SANCTIONED
PROJECTS

Sanctioned/approved ICPs

Thirteen Integrated Check Posts have been approved for
construction in two phases, seven in Phase-l and six in
Phase-Il. While the cost of four ICPs namely Attari, Raxaul,
Moreh and Petrapole were approved by the Cabinet
Committee on Economic Affairs, the cost of two ICPs namely
Agartala and Jogbani were approved by the Empowered
Steering Committee, the precursor to the LPAI. Additional
land for ICP Dawki is under acquisition and its cost would be
firmed-up once the entire land required for the ICP is

available.
