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ANNUAL REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2012-13

A.BACKGROUND

1.

India has over 15000 kms long international land border with
Afghanistan, Bangladesh, Bhutan, China, Myanmar, Nepal
and Pakistan. There are several designated entry and exit
points for cross border movement of people, goods and
vehicles. The existing infrastructure at these points for
discharge of various sovereign functions is neither adequate
nor integrated nor coordinated. No single agency is
responsible for coordination of various statutory functions
including those of security, customs, immigration, plant and
animal quarantine, etc. The provision of support facilities for
the Government personnel, trade and the passengers such
as office space, warehousing, parking, banking, foreign
exchange bureau's etc are mostly inadequate.

Concerned at the above inadequacy of infrastructure, the
Committee of Secretaries (CoS) in 2003 recommended
setting-up of Integrated Check Posts (ICPs) at major entry
points on India's land borders These ICPs were to house all
concerned agencies like Customs, Immigration, Border
Guarding Force, Plant Quarantine etc. along with necessary
support facilities in a single unified complex equipped with
all modern amenities to serve as a single window facility as
is already prevalent at Airports and Seaports.

The Committee of Secretaries approved the setting-up of an

Inter-Ministerial Working Group (IMWG) under the
Department of Border Management, Ministry of Home
Affairsin 2004. The IMWG was to oversee the following :-

Setting up of a statutory body - Land Ports Authority of India
(LPAI) and to bring all the ICPs under its purview.

Pending setting up of LPAI, an Empowered Steering
Committee (ESC), to function with representation from the
concerned Ministries and State Governments under the
Chairpersonship of the Secretary, Department of Border
Management, Ministry of Home Affairs.

On 23.11.2006, the Cabinet Committee on Security (CCS)
approved in principle the setting up of ICPs at 13 locations
and setting up of the Land Ports Authority of India. It also
approved the setting up of an Inter-Ministerial Empowered
Steering Committee (ESC) under the Chairpersonship of
the Secretary (Border Management) as an interim measure
till the LPAI came into existence.

Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) in its
meeting held on 06.11.2008 approved the construction of
ICPs with Government funding. The CCEA approved setting
up of 4 ICPs at Attari, Raxaul, Petrapole and Moreh in
Phase-| at an estimated cost of T 635 crore inclusive of T 57
crore for acquisition of land and administrative consultancy
charges for the other ICPs. CCEA also approved taking up of
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ICPs at Dawki and Agartala as part of Phase-| subject to the
clearance of the firmed up project cost by the appropriate
authority and also authorised ESC/LPAI for inter-se change
in the priority amongst the 13 ICPs.

The Empowered Steering Committee (ESC) was constituted
as an interim arrangement, till LPAl became operational. The
ESC was empowered to take administrative and financial
decisions on proposals involving expenditure up to T 100
crore. The functions of ESC thus inter-alia, included
engaging technical and commercial consultants/project
developers, identifying builders/developers for
execution/operations of various ICPs, arranging funds,
finalization of Draft Project Report (DPR)/Detailed
Engineering Report (DER), release of funds, monitoring of
projects, coordination with various Government agencies,
etc. A total of 32 meetings of ESC were held wherein all
important decisions relating to the ICPs were taken. The last
meeting of the ESC was held at Attari on 29th February 2012.

The Land Ports Authority of India Act, 2010 (31 of 2010) was
enacted by Parliament on 31* August 2010 paving the way
for the establishment of LPAI. Subsequently, in exercise of
powers conferred by sub-section(2) of Section 34 of the LPAI
Act 2010 read with Section 22 of the General Clauses Act
1897 (10 of 1897) the Central Government made the Land
Ports Authority of India Rules, 2011. The LPAI Rules were
notified on 20" July 2011 and came into force from the same
date of the LPAI Act.i.e 1stMarch 2012.

ESTABLISHMENT OF LPAI

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of
Section (1) of the LPAI Act 2010, the Central Government
vide its Gazette Notification dated 24" February 2012
appointed 1*March 2012 as the date of the LPAI, Act 2010 to
come into force. The LPAI was thus established on
01.03.2012. The LPAI had been envisaged as a statutory
body which will function as a body corporate under the
administrative control of the Department of Border
Management, Ministry of Home Affairs. The LPAI is to
provide better administration and cohesive management of
entry points/Land Ports on the land borders of India and
vested with the powers on the lines of similar bodies like
Airports Authority of India.
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CONSTITUTION OF LPAI

In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3 of the LPAI
Act 2010 the Central Government constituted the LPAI with
effect from 1st March 2012 consisting of the following:

E.FUNCTIONS OF THEAUTHORITY

The functions of LPAI have been prescribed in Section 11 of the
LPAI Act, 2010 which inter alia includes to develop, sanitize and
manage the facilities for cross border movement of passengers
and goods at designated points along the International borders
of India. It may put in place systems, which address security
imperatives at the integrated check post, interalia, provide
appropriate space and facilities for customs, immigration,
security, animal and plant quarantine, warehouse, cargo and
baggage examination area, parking zones, banks, post offices,
communication facilities, tourist information centres, waiting
halls, canteen, refreshment stalls, public conveniences, health
services and such other services, as may be deemed
necessary. It shall take all necessary steps to discharge the
functions as conferred or imposed by the Act provided that
Sovereign functions of the Authority shall not be assigned to any

private entity.

G. SUMMARY OF ANNUAL FINANCIAL RESULTS
1. The expenses pertaining to development of ICPs as also

the administrative and general expenses related to the
operations of ICPs are provided in the annual demand for
grants and are accordingly met directly from the Consolidated
Fund of India. For making expenditure towards development
of ICPs the sanctions are issued by Department of Border
Management and paid by Cash Section of MHA. For other
expenditures, the sanction is issued by LPAI but the payment
is made by Cash Section of MHA.

2. The expenditure towards development of ICPs and day to
day administrative expenses of LPAl had been met from the
Consolidated Fund of India. Likewise, revenue receipts had
also been deposited in the Consolidated Fund of India.

3. The annual statement of accounts as required under
section-25 (1) of the LPAI Act, 2010 have been prepared on
proforma basis as per the formats prescribed under Rule-13
ofthe LPAIRules, 2011.

4. LPAI came into existence on 01.03.2012. Thus all the
expenses incurred on consultancy, land & buildings etc. by
the Government prior to 01.04.2012 for creation of ICPs
have been accounted for in the 1st annual statement of
accounts of LPAI for the year 2012-13.

5. During the year under report, the income of the Authority
was ¥ 280.93 lakh comprising of ¥227.88 Lakh from CWC

towards LPAI share for ICP Attari and % 53.05 lakh towards
interestincome on the deposits with RITES.

AND PROFITABILITY OF THEAUTHORITY

Endowed with the honour of being the first state-of-the-art
ICP of the Country located at Attari, the procedures for
various activities were stream lined. The primary objective
was to reduce the dwell time for cargo handling and
processing time for passengers. Special emphasis was
given to the type and nature of cargo and efficient
clearance was incentivised through lower tariff. Adequate
facilities for convenience of passengers such as banking,
foreign exchange bureau, seating area were initiated.
Emergency/ First aid medical facilities have been set up.
Regular free bus service have been provided for
movement of passengers from zero line to the ICP and
vice versa. Baggage trolleys and wheel chairs have also
been provided for the convenience of passengers. The
maintenance of the neat and clean facilities at the ICP
have been encouraged. All the facilities for passengers
are provided free of cost to the both incoming and
outgoing passengers. Similar facilities for restroom for
drivers etc of the cargo trucks are provided free of cost.
The canteen facilities are also provided at the ICP at a
nominal price. All this has been done without
compromising on the security aspect of the location of the
ICP.
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The basic concept of the ICP is to facilitate the international

trade, movement of passengers and vehicles across the
land borders, besides providing world class infrastructure
for seamless and secure services. It is a matter of fact that
such services were first of all not available at the land
borders in one single composite complex before the
commissioning of the ICPs and even if available were
inadequate. The operations at ICPs resulted not only
increased volume of both imports and exports but also
generated employment opportunities, augmented income,
stabilized the border environment and catalysed all
inclusive growth besides other positive externalities.
Service tax hitherto not collected at all prior to the
commissioning of the ICPs, is a new addition to the
national exchequer, besides the quantum leap in customs
duty due to growth in trade and enhanced economic
activities in the surrounding areas.

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2. Progressinexecution of different ICPs

2.1 Operational ICP

ICP Attari: ICP Attari is located about 23 kms from Amritsar
in the State of Punjab, on the India-Pakistan border. Wagah
is the corresponding place at Pakistan side. The ICP is
spread over an area of about 118 acres. The approved cost
of the project was ¥ 150 crore and the contract for
construction of ICP Attari was awarded on 3“ February
2010. The foundation stone of the ICP was laid by the
Hon'ble Union Home Minister on 20" February 2010. The
construction of ICP was completed on 28" March 2012 and
it was inaugurated by the Hon'ble Union Home Minister on
13" April 2012.

Operation and management of cargo terminal at ICP Attari
has been awarded to Central Warehousing Corporation -a
Government of India Undertaking to act as Custodian on
nomination basis by the ESC and a formal agreement on the
ESC approved terms and conditions had also been
executed by LPAl with CWC on 24.01.2013.

The facilities available at ICP Attari include, passenger
terminal, import and export warehouse, cargo terminal
building, customs service building, dormitory, quarantine
block, toilet block, dispensary, area for loose cargo, electric
sub-station, parking area for trucks, rummaging sheds,
weigh bridges, security & surveillance equipments, jatha
shed, banks and restaurant.

With the operationlization of the ICP Attari, the trade through
India-Pakistan border has witnessed an exponential growth
asis evident from the table given below:-

2.2 ICPs under development

(a) ICP Agartala: ICP Agartala is situated within the
municipal limits of Agartala, the capital city of the State of
Tripura and is located on the India-Bangladesh border.
Akhaura is the corresponding Check Post of Bangladesh to
this ICP. The ICPs is spread over an area of 11.72 acres and
the contract for construction of ICP was awarded on
13.04.2011. The approved cost of the project is T 73.50
crore. The foundation stone of the ICP was laid by the
Hon'ble Union Home Minister on 17.05.2011. The total
volume of trade at this border crossing is about ¥ 250 crore
per annum. As per the schedule, the project work was to
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be completed in 14 months i.e. by 27.06.2012. However,
the project got delayed due to non availability of hindrance
free land in time, heavy rains, flooding of the site and
stoppage of work due to objections raised by the
Bangladesh Border Guards for working within 150 yards
from international border. At the end of Financial Year
2012-13, the work of the project was in progress and
almost 75% work was complete.

(b) ICP Jogbani: ICP Jogbani is situated in the District
Araria, State of Bihar at a distance of 330 kms from the
State Capital, Patna along India-Nepal border.
Corresponding place in Nepal is Biratnagar. The ICP is
spread over an area of 185.57 acres. The approved cost of
the projectis 82.49 crore and the contract was awarded
for its construction on 14.06.2010. The foundation stone
for construction of the ICP was laid by Hon'ble Union Home
Minister on 24.06.2010.

As per the schedule of completion the project was to be
completed in 14 months by 27" August, 2011. However the
project got delayed mainly due to: (i) flooding and water
logging of site due to pre monsoon/abnormal rains; (ii)
agitation by villagers due to non-payment of land
compensation by the State Authorities; (iii) hindrance due
to non-availability of approach road and (iv) extra work in
embankments.

At the time of close of financial year 2012-13, the physical
progress of the project was 50%.

(c) ICP Moreh: ICP Moreh is located in the District Chandel,
State of Manipur on India-Myanmar border and is at a
distance 110 kms South-East of Imphal, the capital city of
Manipur. Tamu is the corresponding town in Myanmar.
Moreh is known as the commercial capital of the State of
Manipur. It serves as India's Gateway to the South-East
Asia. The approved cost of the projectis ¥136 crore. The ICP
is spread over an area of 45.50 acres of land identified by the
State Government. The contract for the work was awarded
on 23.03.2013. However, the construction work could not
commence immediately on award of the contract due to the
mismatch in the land acquired for the project.

(d) ICP Petrapole: ICP Petrapole is situated in the North
24 Parganas District of State of West Bengal at a distance
of about 80 kms from the State Capital, Kolkata along
India-Bangladesh border. Benapole is the corresponding
place in Bangladesh. The ICPis spread in an area of 97.34
acres and approved cost of the projectis ¥ 172 crore. Land
Customs Station (LCS), Petrapole, now being developed
as an Integrated Check Post, is the busiest LCS not only
for India but in the whole of Asia and it accounts for about
70% of trade between India and Bangladesh. The present
LCS at Petrapole also caters to maximum passengers
through any LCS in the country.
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The development of ICP at Petrapole commenced with the
award of contract on 18" August, 2011. The foundation
stone was laid by the Hon'ble Union Home Minister on 19"
August 2011.

As per the schedule of completion, the project was to be
completed after 17 months by 3" February, 2013. However
the project got delayed due to several factors including
among others like delay in handing over the land of
proposed ICP, unavailability of access road, flooding of site
due to abnormal rains and stoppage of work within 150
yards from zero line by Border Guard Bangladesh.

At the time of close of financial year 2012-13, the physical
progress of the project was 8%.

(e) ICP Raxaul: ICP Raxaul is situated in the District East
Champaran, State of Bihar at a distance of about 230 kms
from the State Capital, Patna along India-Nepal border.
Birgunj is the corresponding place in Nepal. The ICP is
spread over an area of 234.88 acres and approved cost of
the project is T 172 crore. The contract was awarded on
09.04.2010 and the foundation stone was laid by the
Hon'ble Home Minister on 24" April 2010.

As per the schedule of completion the project was to be
completed in 14 months by 23™ June, 2011. However the
project got delayed due to various reasons like agitation by
villagers for enhanced compensation of land leading to
complete stoppage of work totalling 341 days in three spells
between March 2011 to November 2012, heavy rains leading
to floods after start of work, water logging in borrow area, non
demarcation of boundary by Government of Bihar, constraint
in approach road from Raxaul to ICP site, besides extra work
of RCC culverts in no man's land over existing drain. The
issue of agitation by villagers not allowing the construction
work to proceed was finally settled after the visit of the Home
Secretary, Government of India in November, 2012 and the
work was recommenced with effect from December 2012.

At the time of close of financial year 2012-13, the physical
progress of the project was 65%.

(f) ICP Dawki : ICP Dawki is to be developed at a distance
of 84 kms from Shillong in District West Jaintia Hills in the
South-East of the State of Meghalaya on the India-
Bangladesh border. It is connected by NH 40 and NH 44.
Tamabil is the corresponding place in Bangladesh. For ICP
Dawki, land measuring 2.96 hectares has been acquired.
M/s RITES who have been appointed as Project
Consultant intimated requirement of additional land for
maintaining sanitization of the ICP. The matter of
acquisition of additional land has been taken up with the
State Authorities. ICP Dawki will be one of the most
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important ICP of the North Eastern Region. It will be on NH
40 (erstwhile Shillong-Sylhet road) as it is connected by an
all weather road to Shillong 'the Scotland of the East'.
Dawki is at a vantage point for the tourists of Bangladesh
who regularly come to India for visiting Shillong and its
neighboring places which are of tourist's interests.

N. NEWPROJECTS OR EXPANSION SCHEMES
No new projects or expansion schemes were sanctioned

during the year. However the process of land
identification/acquisition of land was actively pursued in case
of ICPs covered in Phase-Il. Further, the selection of land was
under process for finalization in the cases of Changrabandha
in West Bengal and Kawarpuchhiah in Mizoram.

O. AN ACCOUNT OF ACTIVITIES DURING THE
FINANCIAL YEAR AND LIKELY TO BE TAKEN UP

DURING NEXT FINANCIAL YEAR

1. Inauguration, commissioning and operationlization of
ICP-Attari and appointment of Custodian to manage the
trade related activities on revenue sharing basis were the
principal activities this year.

2. Railways is one of the cheapest mode of transport. Attari on
India-Pakistan border provides connectivity with Pakistan
both by road and rail. ICP Attari caters to the movement of
both passengers and cargo only by road. Thus expansion of
ICP Attari by adding Rail-linked facility for the movement of
cargo/containers for import and exports and passenger's
movement between India-Pakistan is not only essential but
integral for multi modal, efficient and cost effective transport.
Handling of Rail movement at ICP Attari will also synergise
the effort of Customs, Immigration, Security, Cargo handling
and other State and private service agencies because the rail
cargo is handled at two places that is at the border and at the
Amritsar Railway Station. An assessment has been made
and approximately 500 acres of land contiguous to the ICP
and extending up to the Railway Station at Attari has been
projected. This will enable to set-up an extended state of the
world-class facilities which could address the future
requirements also. State Government of Punjab, in this
regard has been requested to identify the land for expansion
of ICP to develop road cum rail linked facility.

3. The LPAI envisages to vigorously pursue completion of
developing/ongoing ICP Projects during 2013-14.

4. LPAI will make efforts to operationalise at least one
more ICPin 2013-14.
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P. OFFICERS /EMPLOYEES

No regular officer/employee was posted in the Authority
except for the Chairman and one member. The other
member was on additional charge basis. Consequently, to
get the works started and continued, retired Government
officials were engaged as consultants for day to day
working in the Authority during the year under report.

Q. STAFF RELATIONS

No staff apart from Chairman and Members was allocated /
posted to LPAI. With daunting task ahead and numerous
challenges the work was carried out with the help of
consultants. The day to day management of ICP Attari was
carried out through the BSF posted at ICP Attari. Maximum
coordination and utmost cooperation was extended to all
the stakeholders located at the ICPs. The relations with
stakeholders and others including employees remained
cordial during the year.

R.WELFAREACTIVITIES

The welfare measures provided in the rules were extended
without discrimination to all staff. Further, housing,
education, health facilities etc. to the officers and
employees of LPAIl provided as per their entitiement.
