India has over 15000 KMs long land-border with Afghanistan,
Bangladesh, Bhutan, China, Myanmar, Nepal and Pakistan.
There are several designated entry and exit points for the
cross border movement of persons, goods and vehicles. The
existing infrastructure for discharge of various sovereign
functions at these points is neither adequate nor
integrated/coordinated. No single organisation/unit is
responsible for the coordination among the various
Government agencies viz., Customs, Immigration, Border
Guarding Force, Plant and Animal Quarantine etc., and also
for providing the infrastructural support facilities such as
office space, warehousing, banking and parking etc. in a
single complex equipped with all the state-of-the-art
amenities to serve as a single window facility as is prevalent
at Airports and Seaports. The establishment of an agency
was thus envisaged which shall be responsible for a
coordinated functioning of various Government
authorities/service providers at the International Land
Borders.

The Land Ports Authority of India was established under the
LPAI Act, 2010 on 1st March 2012. It functions as a statutory
body under the Department of Border Management, Ministry
of Home Affairs with representation from the Ministry of
External Affairs, Ministry of Commerce & Industry,
Department of Revenue and other stakeholders. LPAI also
associates with the concerned State Governments and
respective Border Guarding Force like Border Security
Force, Sashastra Seema Bal and Assam Rifles deployed at
the concerned border of India in its work.

Land Ports Authority of India is mandated to plan, develop,
construct, manage and maintain Integrated Check Posts,
regulate the functions of various agencies working at such
check posts, coordinate with various concerned Ministries,
Departments of the Government of India or other agencies
for regulating the entry and exit of passengers and goods and
establish necessary service facilities

Twelve posts were filled up during 2016-17. These twelve
posts comprised of two Managers, three Section Officers,
one Assistant Engineer and six other ministerial staff. The
sanctioned strength of LPAI is 59 (35 for LPAI Secretariat +

In respect of projects involving
construction, related pre-operational expenses/income
(including interest on loans/deposits for specified project prior to
its completion) form part of the value of the assets capitalized.

than towards the corpus funds) are capitalized at values stated
by corresponding credit to Capital Reserve.

e Value of assets adjusted, wherever necessary, under the head
addition/deletion during the year.

3. DEPRECIATION

eDepreciation is provided on straight-line method as per rates
specified in the Companies Act, 2013 which is amortized over
the residual life of the respective assets.
