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ANNUAL REPORT FOR 2015-16
ESTABLISHMENT OF LPAI

The Land Ports Authority of India was established under the
LPAI Act, 2010 on 1st March 2012. It functions as an
autonomous body under the Department of Border
Management, Ministry of Home Affairs with representation
from the Ministry of External Affairs, Ministry of Commerce &
Industry, Department of Revenue and other stakeholders.
LPAI also associates with the concerned State Governments
and respective Border Guarding Forces like Border Security
Force, Sashastra Seema Bal and Assam Rifles deployed at
the concerned border of India in its work.

Land Ports Authority of India provides “single
window” infrastructural facilities such as warehouses,
examination sheds, parking bays, weighbridges etc. for the
cross border movement of passengers and goods at
designated locationson the international land borders of
India with Bangladesh, Myanmar, Nepal and Pakistan. LPAI
undertakes this by setting up Integrated Check Posts at the
existing Land Customs Stations. These ICPs apart from
housing regulatory agencies like Customs, Immigration and
Border Guarding Force also provide support facilities like
quarantine for plants and animals, Foreign Exchange
Bureau, banking, parking, etc. in a single complex equipped
with state-of-the-art-amenities. The ICP's, although
a single walled complex are segregated into a passenger
facilitation area and a cargo area for processing imports and
exports.

The establishment of LPAI was necessitated due to the
inadequacy of the existing infrastructure for cross border
movement of persons, vehicles and goods. India has over
15000 KMs long land border with Afghanistan, Bangladesh,
Bhutan, China, Myanmar, Nepal and Pakistan. There are
several designated entry and exit points for the cross border
movement of persons, goods and vehicles. The existing
infrastructure for discharge of various sovereign functions
at these points is neither adequate nor integrated nor
coordinated. No single organisation / unit is responsible
for the coordination among the various Government
agencies viz., Customs, Immigration, Border Guarding
Force, Plant and Animal Quarantine etc., and also for
providing the infrastructural support facilities such as office
space, warehousing, banking and parking etc. in a single
complex equipped with all the state-of-the-art amenities to
serve as a single window facility as is prevalent at Airports
and Seaports.

SUMMARY OF ANNUAL FINANCIAL RESULTS

The Land Ports Authority of India became a grantee
organisation of Department of Border Management, Ministry
of Home Affairs w.e.f. 1.1.2016. The expenditure towards
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development of ICPs and day-to-day administrative
expenses of LPAI for the first three quarters of 2015-16
continued to be met from the budget of Department of Border
Management and paid through PAO.

The Annual Statement of Accounts, as required under
Section-25 (1) of the LPAI Act, 2010, has been prepared
as per the format prescribed under Rule-13 of the LPAI
Rules, 2011.

During the year 2015-16 the income of the Authority was
31243.05 lakh which included LPAI's share of Custodian's
income, interest income from deposits with RITES and

rent from the CHAs who have been provided office space
atICP Attari.

IMPORTANT CHANGES IN POLICY AND MAJOR EVENTS
DURING THE YEAR WHICH INFLUENCED THE

The following are the major events during the year which
influenced the expenditure/revenue of LPAI:

Operationalization of Cargo complex at ICP, Petrapole

Petrapole in North 24 Parganas District of the State of
West Bengal is located on the India-Bangladesh border. It is
the most important border crossing not only for the two
countries but also for the whole of South Asia. Benapole is
the corresponding location in Bangladesh opposite to
LPAI has developed a State-of-the-art Cargo
Terminal complex at Petrapole which has been made

Petrapole.

operational on 12.02.2016. Eighty percent of the total trade
between India and Bangladesh in terms of value and fifty
percent in terms of volume, takes place through Petrapole-
Benapole. The total trade between India and Bangladesh

during the year 2015-16 was around %15,000 crore. The

cargo terminal at Petrapole would go a long way in facilitating
safe, smooth and systematic flow of trade at Petrapole
Benapole international land border. Considering the volume
of passenger traffic which was above 1.5 million during the
year 2015-16, LPAI plans to develop a world class passenger
terminal also, serving both road and rail users, as a part of
the ICP Petrapole.
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Operation and Management of Cargo Terminals

The Central Warehousing Corporation - a Government of
India Undertaking, has continued the operations and the
management of cargo terminals both at ICP Attari and ICP
Agartala. Operation and Management of the Cargo Terminal
at ICP Petrapole has also been assigned to CWC.

Tariff

Taking into consideration prevailing market conditions and
relevant provisions of General Financial Rules, the schedule
of charges for various trade related services were rationalised.

(v) Sanctioned Posts:

Out of 35 sanctioned posts for LPAI Secretariat, only 4
posts, one each of Director, Deputy Secretary, Under
Secretary and Assistant were filled up during the year
under report. Out of 24 posts sanctioned for the ICPs,
three posts of Managers, one each at Agartala,
Petrapole and Raxaul were filled up till 31.3.2016.
Efforts for filling up remaining unfilled posts are in
progress.
(vi) Acquisition of Land

Dawki (Meghalaya) - Initially 7.4 acres of land was
acquired for the development of the ICP at Dawki in the
State of Meghalaya. As the land acquired was
inadequate, Government of Meghalaya was requested
for additional land and subsequently, two patches of
land measuring 0.844 acres and 6.818 acres were
acquired and taken into possession on 13.06.2014 and
15.04.2015 respectively. LPAI has requested the State
Government for further acquisition of 7 acres of land for
the ICP.

Detailed Engineering Report for the ICP Dawki has
been finalized by RITES. The estimated cost of 92.34
crore for the ICP has also been approved by the High
Level Empowered Committee (HLEC) of MHA in its
31st meeting held on 4.2.2016. The Authority of LPAIl in
the 11th meeting held on 22.3.2016 has also approved
construction of barrack type accommodation for BSF
personnel at the ICP at an estimated cost of z4.45crore.

Tendering process for the work has been initiated.
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Sunauli(U.P.) - In the year 2005 the proposal to acquire 187
acres of land for development of ICP Sunauli was approved.
However, it did not materialise. Accordingly,
117 acres of land for the development of the ICP has now
been identified. A proposal from the State Government for
acquisition of 117 acres of land has been considered by LPAI
and acquisition is under process.

Rupaidiha(U.P.) - RITES has been appointed as PMC for the
construction of "wall fencing, barbed wire fencing and chain
link fencing" for the land of ICP Rupaidiha (U.P). Tendering
process for the said work has been initiated.

Sutarkandi (Assam) - Development of ICP Sutarkandi has
been taken up and the process for acquisition of Border
Trade Centre (BTC) Sutarkandi has been initiated. Further,
based on the proposal of the State Government of Assam,
LPAI has paid 23.89 crore towards the cost of land acquisition

for6.25 acres ofland near BTC.

Agartala (Tripura) - The process of acquiring additional land
measuring 2.65 acres at Ramnagar under Sadar Sub-
Divisionin West Tripura has been initiated.

Petrapole (W. Bengal) - Additional land measuring 2.69
acres has been acquired from State Government of West
Bengal.

MEASURES TAKEN TO IMPROVE THE FUNCTIONAL
EFFICIENCY AND REVENUE OF THE AUTHORITY

The operating systems and procedures were further
streamlined at the functional ICPs. The cargo terminal
operations of ICP at Attari were fully computerised to
enhance efficiency in delivery of service to the trade and also
to bring in transparency. This has resulted in faster turn
around of vehicular traffic. Despite non-tariff barriers
imposed by Pakistan on Indian exports, the volume of cargo
handled at ICP Attari during the year 2015-16 has been to the
orderof 21.28 lakh tonnes.

The tariff of functional ICPs has been rationalised keeping in
view the twin objectives of reducing congestion and
increasing revenue.

Thirteen Integrated Check Posts have been approved for
construction in two phases - seven in Phase-l and six in Phase-ll.
While the cost of four ICPs namely Attari, Raxaul, Moreh and
Petrapole were approved by the Cabinet Committee on Economic
Affairs, the cost of two ICPs namely Agartala and Jogbani were
approved by the Empowered Steering Committee - the precursor
to the LPAI. Additional land for ICP Dawki is under acquisition and
its cost would be firmed-up once the entire land required for the
ICPis available.

O. Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India on the accounts of Land Ports Authority
of India, New Delhi for the year ended 31 March 2016

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Land Port
Authority of India (LPAI), New Delhi as at 31 March 2016, Income
& Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account for the
year ended on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller &
Auditor General's (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971 read with Section 25(2) of the Land Ports Authority of India
Act, 2010 (31 of 2010). The audit has been entrusted from the
period 2015-16. These financial statements are the responsibility
of LPAI's management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion
on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the
Comptroller and Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting
treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the
best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure
norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with
regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety
and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if
any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG's Audit
Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing
standards generally accepted in India. These standards require
that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance
about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis,
evidences supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by management,
as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements.

A1 Liabilities

A.1.1  Corpus/Capital Fund: (Schedule-1)

Excess of Income over Expenditure of Rs. 135.56 lakh for the year
2015-16 was not transferred to Schedule-1 as was required under
the Uniform format of accounts issued by the Ministry of Finance.
The same was transferred to Schedule-2, which was incorrect and
needs to be rectified.

A.1.2 Reserves and Surplus (Schedule-2): Rs. 604.34 crore
During 2015-16, LPAI had received Rs. 1500 lakh as Plan grant
from the Ministry of Home Affairs and Rs. 3581.74 lakh was the
payments made through PAO (MHA). Therefore, there was an
addition of Rs. 5081.74 lakh for the year 2015-16. However, as per
Schedule-2: Reserve and Surplus, Rs. 4981.53 lakh had been
shown as additions during the year. Thus, there was a difference
Rs. 100.21 lakh in the amount shown as addition under Schedule-
2.

TDS deductions of Rs. 100.21 lakh of plan expenditure was not
taken under payment made through PAO (MHA). These were
debited to non-plan expenditure under Income & Expenditure
account and also shown as income under Schedule-13. This has
resulted in understatement of receipts shown under Schedule-2:
Reserve & Surplus and overstatement of income under
Schedule-13.

A.2 Assets

A.2.1 Current Assets, Loans and Advances (Schedule 11) :
Rs. 5020.92 lakh

A.2.1.1 Anamount of Rs. 88.80 lakh was deposited with West
Bengal Electricity Distribution Company Limited in October 2014
for permanent electricity connection at ICP, Petrapole. This
amount was not included as security deposits in the amount of
Loan and Advances. This led to short depiction of Current Assets
by Rs. 88.80 lakh.

Further, RITES had deposited advances to various agencies at
different locations of ICPs. No record was provided in respect of
these deposits by RITES therefore, current assets could not be
verified.

A.2.1. 2 The addition of TDS amount for 2015-16 had been shown
as Rs. 35,69,825. However, as per Form 26-AS, TDS amounting to
Rs. 35,97,652 was deducted during the year 2015-16. Thus, there
was a shortdepiction of TDS by Rs. 27,827.

B. Income & Expenditure Account:

B.1 Fees/Subscription (Schedule-14): Rs. 383.25 lakh
B.1.1 As per income and expenditure account (Schedule-14),
Fees/Subscription income was shown as Rs. 383.25 lakh. This
included rent received of Rs. 34.11 lakh. However, income shown
in form 26-AS was Rs. 364.51 lakh. Thus, LPAI depicted less
income by Rs. 15.37 lakh which needs to be reconciled.

B.1.2 LPAI had shown rent received of Rs. 34.11 lakh, which
included rent of previous years of Rs. 18.44 lakh and Rs. 15.67
lakh for 2015-16. Audit noted that total rent due for 2015-16 was
Rs. 25.56 lakh and thus, an amount of Rs. 9.89 lakh was to be
recovered as of 31.3.2016. However, Rs. 9.89 lakh was not shown
as rent receivable by LPAI on accrual basis of accounting. This had
resulted in understatement of income and current assets by the
like amount.

B.2 Interest Earned (Schedule-17): Rs. 114.42 lakh

As per Schedule-17: Interest Earned, interest income on savings
accounts with scheduled banks has been shown as Rs. 4,02,581.
However, the accrued interest earned by LPAI in 'Central Bank of
India bank account' had not been shown.

Thus, LPAI had not depicted the accrued interest of Rs. 25.15 lakh
under income & Expenditure account which resulted in
understatement of income and current assets by the like amount.

C. General:

LPAI had accounted rent and interest income on receipt basis
instead of accrual basis of accounting.

No provision for retirement benefit was made on the basis of
actuarial valuation as prescribed in AS-15.

D. Grants-in-aid:

The grants-in-aid received from Ministry of Home Affairs, and
utilization thereof for the year 2015-16 are given below:

LPAI had unspent balance of Rs. 416.34 lakh at the end of the
financial year.
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E. Management Letter: Deficiencies which have not been
included in the Audit Report have been brought to the notice of the
LPAI through a management letter issued separately for
remedial/corrective action.

v. LPAlbecame a grantee body w.e.f. 01.01.2016 and funds were
released as grants-in-aid by the Ministry of Home Affairs. Prior to
thisi.e. upto 31.12.2015, the expenditure was met funds provided
by the Ministry through appropriation and the expenditure was
incurred through PAO. Bill-wise details of expenditure incurred
were duly certified both by PAO (MHA) and DDO (LPAI) and we
relied on the information/documents provided by them.

vi. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we
report that the Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and
Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this report are in
agreement with the books of accounts.

vii.In our opinion and to the best of our information and according
to the explanations given to us, the said financial statements read
together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on Accounts, and
subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters
mentioned in Annexure to this Audit Report give a true and fair
view in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted
in India;
